Dr. Kirby was formerly Associate Professor of Emergency Medicine and Director of Emergency Services at the University of Pennsylvania School of Veterinary Medicine. Dr. Kirby is one of the pioneers in small animal emergency and critical care medicine, and is the owner of Animal Emergency Center, in Glendale, Wisconsin.  She has lectured in over 24 countries and has won recognition as Speaker of the Year at the North American Veterinary Conference. Dr. Kirby has contributed to numerous articles and textbooks, and her clinical research has advanced the field of emergency and critical care. She also started the first residency-training program in the world in emergency and critical care, and has trained more than 20 residents in the specialty. She was honored to present a "State of the Art" lecture at the 2000 World Small Animal Veterinary Association Congress in Amsterdam.
